Because of the genetic
toxicity of mercury compounds, Pregnant women should be particularly vigilant when handling this item.

Inhalation: Alcohols are absorbed through the mucous membranes and will produce irritation as well as the same effects
as ingestion.

Ingestion: Inhalation will produce CNS disturbance, dizziness, photophobia, headache, stupor, coma and death. Mercuric
chloride is a toxic, corrosive and cumulative poison.
