Skin allergy was observed in guinea pigs following repeated exposure. Repeated or
long-term oral administration produced effects on the thyroid, liver or kidneys in rats,
mice and dogs. An increased incidence of liver tumors was observed in mice and
thyroid tumors were observed in male rats following long-term oral exposure.

No effects were seen on the ability of male or female rats to reproduce when exposed
orally for 2 successive generations. No birth defects were observed in the offspring
of rats exposed orally during pregnancy. In rabbits, developmental effects were
noted only at maternally toxic doses. No genetic changes were observed in tests
using animal cells. Polyglycol

Repeated exposure of rats to aerosol of some block polymers produced an
inflammatory response and slight fibrosis in the lung. Long-term dietary
administration of a block polymer to dogs produced no adverse effects. Some block
polymers have produced genetic changes in tests using basteria or animal cells.
Single exposure studies indicate that this material is practically non-toxic if
swallowed (mouse LD50 >15,000 mg/kg) or absorbed through skin (rabbit LD50 2,000
mg/kg) moderately toxic if inhaled (rat 4 hr LC50 0.1-0.34 mg/l) and practically non
irritating to rabbit eyes (10% aqueous solution).

Iprodione (technical grade) = Produced benign testicular tumors in rats and benign liver and
ovary tumors in mice when tested at a maximum tolerated dose.

Iprodione is not considered to be a neurotoxicant and was not mutagenic or genotoxic
based published information available.
Iprodione did not cause reproductive toxicity in multigenenration studies in rats.

Information indicates that iprodione is not a primary developmental toxicant. Thiophanate
methyl:

Repeated or long term administration produced effects on the thyroid, liver, or kidneys in
rats, mice or dogs. An increased evidence of liver tumors was observed in mice and thyroid
tumors were observed in male rats following long term oral exposure. No effects were seen
on the ability of male or female rats to reproduce when exposed orally for 2 successive
generations.

This material is practically non-toxic to carp (96 hr LC50 >100 mg/l) and fiddler crab (96 hr LC50 >560 mg/l). Itis
slightly toxic to bluegill (96 hr LC50 15.8 mg/l), Daphnid (48 hr EC50 15.6 mg/l) and shrimp (96 hr LC50 25.1 mg/l). It
is moderately toxic to trout (96 hr LC50 2.2 mg/l) and oysters ( 96 hr LC50 4.6 ppm), and highly toxic to catfish.
